	Overview:

Students are learning the end stage development of financial statements from worksheet data. Students will demonstrate that knowledge in examining actual financial statements from a local company and make recommendations regarding future actions of the company to increase profitability.

Description:

Students will be introduced to the concept of financial statements and will create financial statements from worksheet data provided by the teacher. Students will also analyze the financial statement created using component percentages. Students will then form groups and analyze actual financial statements of a local business to determine a plan of action to increase profitability while maintaining efficiency and service. Each group will write a summary essay describing the plan of action and present the plan to the entire class for critique. Based on the feedback provided, the group will then rewrite and resubmit the plan.

The summary essay, presentation to the class, or the revision of the plan is not completed.
