	Overview

Students are to find a written or video presentation on a contemporary topic and evaluate the information presented for quality, reliability, and appropriateness. They will compare and/or contrast this information with a second source. After appraising two sources, students will determine what needs to be done (changed, added, deleted, etc.) to improve the content, validity, or quality of the information.

Description
Relationships: Media Review Assignment

1. Students will locate an example of media (television segment, magazine article, newspaper feature article, Internet Web site, or movie) which relates to a topic (i.e., “Pop Culture”) from the course outline.
2. Students will summarize the content, being sure to include the original piece and/or a statement of the source and date of publication.

3. Students will evaluate the validity of the material presented, addressing the following:
· Authority: author, organization(s) represented

· Currency: Is the information up to date?

· Coverage: Is the information presented thoroughly?

· Accuracy: Do you think the information is true? Are statistics from reliable sources?

· Objectivity: Is the information presented with bias? What is the purpose (inform, persuade, entertain)?

4. Students will find an additional source of information on the topic to support their assessment. Compare and/or contrast.

5. Students will address the following questions:

· What do you think based on your experience?
· What is your opinion as to how the information is presented?
· How would you change (add, delete, modify) the information presented so that it is more accurate, reliable, understandable, readable, and unbiased?

6. The final draft should be 2–3 pages typed, double spaced.
